Neighbors Helping Neighbors in Pittsburgh

As communities combat the coronavirus outbreak, HUD has been highlighting stories of
communities coming together to help their neighbors in need. One inspiring story comes
from our partner, the Housing Authority of the City of Pittsburgh (HACP) in Pennsylvania.
We learned HACP is working with Pittsburgh Public Schools to provide laptops and internet
access to low-income students living in public housing during the covid-19 pandemic. Turns
out HACP made a one-time contribution of $275,000 to the school district to support the
purchase of laptops and entered into an agreement to provide internet to students living in
the agency’s facilities. HACP estimates the cost of providing internet will be under $100,000.
“This represents so much more than a donation or an inter-agency commitment,” said HACP
Chief Community Affairs Officer Michelle Sandidge. “This is the partial realization of a long-
term effort to ensure that HACP students aren’t left behind due to the digital divide. It’s an
investment in the future of these kids and an investment that we are proud to make.”
